() actual expenditure on those allocations, excluding expenditure on— (i) its share of the local
government equitable share; and (ii) allocations exempted by the annual Division of Revenue
Act from compliance with this paragraph; and

(g9) when necessary, an explanation of—

(i) any materi al variances from the municipald@
municipality’s expenditure projections per vot

(i) any material variances from the service delivery and budget implementation plan; and

(i) any remedial or corrective steps taken or to be taken to ensure that projected revenue and
expenditure remain within the municipality’s a
